ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO NAMIBIA ADD.3

FRANCE

Le Médiateur de la Namibie évoque un probléme aigu de surpopulation
carcérale et de recours a la torture dans les prisons : quelles mesures la
Namibie envisage-t-elle pour prévenir les mauvais traitements dans les lieux
de détention, améliorer les conditions de détention et pour garantir aux
prévenus le droit d’étre jugé sans retard excessif ?

Quelles mesures sont-elles envisagées pour ameliorer I’application effective
des lois visant a combattre les discriminations et les violences a I’encontre des
femmes ?

L’UNICEF a estimé en 2010 que les violences, notamment sexuelles, a I’égard
des enfants demeuraient généralisées. Quelles dispositions sont-elles prévues
pour améliorer I’efficacité des mécanismes de répression et de prévention des
viols et des violences sexistes a I’encontre des enfants ?

Le CERD a fait état dans son rapport de 2008 de la persistance de graves
discriminations a I’égard des populations autochtones, entravant notamment
leur acces aux soins, a un revenu, a I’éducation et aux autres services de presse.
Ce constat a été réitéré par la Commission d’experts de I’OIT en 2010 :
comment la Namibie envisage-t-elle de remédier a cette situation en vue
d’éradiquer la discrimination a I’égard des peuples autochtones ?

NORWAY

Concerns have been raised by the HR Committee as well as from the civil
society about harassment of journalists and media organizations in Namibia.
Threats and harassment is also reported against certain human rights defenders
and NGO’s. What steps will the Namibian Government take to in order to
investigate and follow up on such cases, and prevent harassment and threats in
the future?

What is Namibia’s view on the representation of women in positions of
government and policy making and that the number seems to be decreasing?
What steps will Namibia take to prevent discrimination and violence against
women?

The right to a fair trial is implemented in the Namibian Constitution and
further legislation, but reports from the civil society point out serious delays in
hearing cases and frequent postponement of criminal court cases, while the
accused are being kept under arrest. What steps is the Namibian Government
taking to ensure that trials take place within a reasonable period of time?



The prisons in Namibia are reported to be overcrowded, in generally bad
condition and lacking sanitary installations. There are also reports of police
violence. Is the Government of Namibia planning to take any concrete steps in
order to improve the prison conditions?

How will the outcome of the UPR be presented to the civil society and what
plans does Namibia have to involve NGOs/CSOs in the follow up of this
session?
